TOWN BOARD MEETING

OCTOBER 29, 2008

Minutes of the semi-monthly meeting of the Lisbon Town Board held in the Town Hall, on October 29, 2008.

Chairman Reed called the meeting to order at 6:30 P.M.

Present:

Supervisors Matt Gehrke, Dan Fischer, Joe Osterman and Ron Esser.

Treasurer Becky Plotecher and Clerk/Administrator Jeff Musche.

COMMENTS FROM CITIZENS

Henry Ray, Plainview Parkway, noted the budget contained the possibility of laying-off a highway worker and asked the Board to reconsider its position and find other places to cut in an effort to keep the employee.  

Valerie Linton-Reed, Lakeview Ct., said that she had requested the town comply with HAVA checks for the period January 1, 2006 through August 6, 2008 to assure no voter fraud.  She criticized the lack of leadership shown by the Clerk and Board on this issue. Supervisor Gehrke indicated he agreed that the HAVA checks were an important process to follow, but noted the Clerk had received a communication from the Government Accountability Board directing him not to do the checks.  Clerk/Administrator Musche said he would provide Ms. Linton-Reed with a copy of the memo he had received.
Chairman Reed asked that when asking for reconsideration that his letter with attachment be added to the record. 

CLOSED SESSION










      A motion by Chairman Reed, second by Supervisor Esser, to go into closed session according to Wisconsin Statute 19.85(1) (e).  Deliberating or negotiating the purchase of public properties, the investing of public funds, or conducting other specified public business, whenever competitive or bargaining reasons require a closed session.  More specifically reimbursement of Alioto’s attorney fees.

A motion by Supervisor Gehrke, second by Supervisor Osterman, to approve the minutes of the Town Board meeting of September 29, 2008, and October 13, 2008 as submitted.  All ayes, motion carried.

APPROVAL OF BILLS

A motion by Supervisor Gehrke, second by Supervisor Osterman, to approve the check register dated October 24, 2008 in the amount of $602,372.02.  All ayes, motion carried.

Treasurer Plotecher reported major outlays of $331,215.84 to Payne and Dolan for 2008 road paving; $87,755 to Laubenstein for roofing of Highway/Fire Department complex; $47,081.83 to Veolia for garbage pick-up; $34,156.73 to Waukesha County for November Police services; and $30,824.04 to Sussex for sewer capacity, sewer piping and sewer service to fire station.

Chairman Reed read the meeting dates for the remainder of October and the month of November.

FIRE DEPARTMENT
Chief Brahm presented the statistics for August noting 58 total personnel; no fire calls, which is extremely unusual; 14 medical calls; 7 ALS intercepts; five vehicle accidents; 32 total calls; six inspections; eight trainings and 13 employees in classes.  Chief Brahm reported meeting with Assistant fire chief Dean from Hartland; attending the Waukesha County fire Chiefs Board of Directors meeting; meeting with Lakeshore Technical College; meeting with Chairman Reed; meeting with the state fire marshal; meeting with county dispatch; meeting with medical control from Community Memorial Hospital; meeting with Dirt-Ball fund raising organizers; attending the Town Board meeting and budget workshops.

SHERIFF’S REPORT

DPW REPORT










   DPW Director Mike Mueller presented the September DPW/Highway report, citing: attendance at town board meetings, budget workshops and negotiation meetings; a FEMA meeting with the town administrator; meeting with several town residents concerning water and drainage problems; cutting and removing trees from the right of ways; cutting of grass along the right-of-ways is completed for the year; repairing roads, shoulders and potholes as they arise throughout the town; the brush pick-up began October 20th and DPW crews will make one pass through the town. 

Assistant DPW Director John Greiten read the DPW/Park report noting: preparation of monthly fuel reports, payroll and other paper work for the Parks/Highway Departments; attendance at town board, park, and budget workshop meetings; spread wood chips on the planting beds at the new fire station; park staff has completed roofing and insulating the park maintenance building; baseball fields have been sprayed for weeds; equipment and fleet maintenance on all park trucks, tractors and small equipment continues as needed; fall mowing of parks and town municipal grounds is proceeding to mulch leaves; cut and removed debris from two trees fallen along the hiking trails; the water supply has been shut down and drained at the Community Park and Town Hall Park for the winter season; all open-air shelters are cleaned after each use, year to date, the open-air shelters have hosted 55 social events/family gatherings.

PRESENTATION OF PLAQUE TO ROBERT FAITH

Park Committee Chair, Marlene Kumitsch, presented Robert Faith with a plaque expressing appreciation for his tens years of service on the Lisbon Park Committee and his commitment to improving the Lisbon park system.  

LEGAL SERVICES






     

A motion by Supervisor Gehrke, second by Supervisor Fischer, to enter into a one year agreement with the current attorney with a commitment to stay at the 2008 contract rates.  All ayes, motion carried.

MAPLE AVENUE WATER SURVEY








A motion by Supervisor Gehrke, second by Supervisor Osterman, to include a discussion of water to Maple Avenue on the Joint Plan Committee agenda.  All ayes, motion carried. 

Town Engineer presented survey results from the survey mailed out to residents in the Maple Avenue area.  He reported 49 responses, a 74.2% return rate; 21 responses for water from either Pewaukee or Sussex, (42.8%); 12 responses in favor of water from Sussex, but not Pewaukee, (24%); and 16 responses opposed to municipal water, (33%).  Engineer Dupont noted that just over two-thirds of the people surveyed favored a municipal water system.

Supervisor Gehrke noted that if water isn’t available from Sussex, when you add the 12 people who responded they were in favor of water from Sussex only to the people who are opposed to a municipal system, then you have a majority of people against water from Pewaukee.

2009 MUNICIPAL COURT BUDGET

A motion by Supervisor Gehrke, second by Supervisor Osterman, to adopt resolution 10-08 approving the 2009 budget for the Lake Country Municipal Court.  All ayes, motion carried.

HALQUIST REZONE ORDINANCE

A motion by Supervisor Fischer, second by Supervisor Gehrke, to approve ordinance 04-08 changing zoning from A-2 Residential to Quarrying District and Conservancy District.  Four ayes, one abstention (Osterman), motion carried.  

Supervisor Osterman abstained from the vote because he lives in the area and could be perceived as having a conflict of interest.  

QUARRY COMMITTEE

No action was taken on this item; Supervisor Esser presented information and asked that it be placed on the next Board agenda.  

PRELIMINARY 2009 BUDGET








     A motion by Supervisor Fischer, second by Supervisor Osterman, to approve the 2009 budget summary as modified, for publication.  Four ayes, one Nay, (Gehrke), motion carried.

After some discussion with Department supervisors, the Board added $1,748 to the seasonal salaried 

in the Park Department to maintain one additional summer worker in the parks.  The Board also added money to the highway operating budget for paving to bring the Town up to the state levy limit. 

Supervisor Gehrke opposed this move indicating he would rather leave it to the electors to add money to the levy if they wish than to cut money from the levy.
