TOWN BOARD MEETING

December 8, 2008

Minutes of the regular, semi-monthly meeting of the Lisbon Town Board held in the Town Hall, on December 8, 2008.

Chairman Reed called the meeting to order at 6:30 P.M.

Present:

Supervisors Matt Gehrke, Joe Osterman, Dan Fischer and Ron Esser.

Treasurer Becky Plotecher, Town Engineers John Stigler, Brian Dupont and Clerk/Administrator Jeff Musche.

A motion by Supervisor Fischer, second by Supervisor Esser, to move item #4 to this point in the meeting.  All ayes, motion carried.

CLOSED SESSION

A motion by Chairman Reed, second by Supervisor Fischer, to convene in closed session pursuant to 19.85(1)(e) Wis. Stats.  Deliberating or negotiating the purchasing of public properties, the investing of public funds, or conducting other specified public business, whenever competitive or bargaining reasons require a closed session.  More specifically, bargaining strategy with Sussex and Pewaukee regarding provision of water.  All ayes on a roll call vote at 6:31 P.M.

A motion by Chairman Reed, second by Supervisor Esser, to reconvene in open session pursuant to 19.85(2) for any necessary action resulting from the Closed Session.  All ayes on a roll call vote at 7:10 P.M.

A motion by Supervisor Osterman, second by Supervisor Esser, to direct the Town Chairman to present the Village of Sussex the survey results and a proposal for the provision of water to the Maple avenue area in Lisbon with engineering fees, up to $1,000.00  to be paid by Halquist so there is no cost to the Town. All ayes, motion carried.

COMMENTS FROM CITIZENS

Valerie Linton-Reed, Lakeview Ct., indicated that at the November 20th meeting of the electorate, Attorney Gutenkunst said the order of the agenda couldn’t be changed according to state law.  Ms. Linton-Reed said she asked the Chairman to check with the Towns Association and he was told the agenda could be changed by a vote of the electorate.  Ms. Linton-Reed suggested because of her error that the attorney not get paid for the meeting.  Ms. Linton-Reed also asked Clerk/Administrator Musche that if morale is bad in the Town, which was reported in a recent article, what is he doing to alleviate this serious problem?  Clerk/Administrator Musche responded that it wouldn’t be fruitful to respond to a question concerning personnel.  Chairman Reed pointed out that he called department heads and office manager Gettelman and they all reported there was no morale problem.

A motion by Supervisor Gehrke, second by Supervisor Osterman, to approve the minutes of the November 10th and November 24th Town Board minutes as submitted.  All ayes, motion carried.

APPROVAL OF BILLS

Treasurer Plotecher reported major costs of: $10,635.60 to Jahnke and Jahnke for engineering services; $7,500 to JJB Commercial for surety refund; $5,763.37 to Premier Building Inspection for building inspection services; $4,873.83 to WE Energies for electric service and heating for town buildings; and $3,159.45 to E.H. Wolf for gas and diesel fuel.
