TOWN BOARD MEETING

APRIL 21, 2008

Minutes of the rescheduled, semi-monthly meeting of the Lisbon Town Board held in the Town Hall, on April 21, 2008.

Chairman Reed called the meeting to order at 8:13 P.M.

COMMENTS FROM CITIZENS

Rich Zipperer, State Representative for the southwest section of Lisbon, introduced himself and said that he is available for questions and concerns.  He went on to say they are working on the budget repair bill, that the state finds itself in a 600 million dollar hole.  He said the good news is the hospital tax appears to be off the table.  The Assembly has taken the position of no new taxes and negotiations are ongoing.  The second issue of importance is the Great Lake compact.  The Legislature has modified the language which will allow Waukesha municipalities to seek Lake Michigan water. 

Ken Servi, developer of land off of Commerce Centre Drive and proposed developer of the Lieds property, inquired about the moratorium and how that will impact his development.  He asked if they can divide land and move forward.  If not, the development will probably not go forward.  He said he needs clarification as to exactly what the moratorium means.  

Kelly Smith, reporter for the Sussex Sun, questioned the language for the closed session.

Tom Lied, owner of the Lieds property that is proposed to be developed, said that he is ready to sell the property and respectfully requested that his parcel be exempted from the moratorium on land splits to enable the development to move forward.

A motion by Supervisor Gehrke, second by Supervisor Esser, to consider items 10J, 10L and 10B at this time.  All ayes, motion carried.

PAVING PROGRAM UPDATE








     Brian Dupont of Jahnke and Jahnke reported that there are approximately nine miles of collector streets in need of improvements, including safety modifications.  He estimated the cost at two million dollars.  He said the total back log of street needs totals 3.8 million.  

2008 PAVING PROGRAM BID








      A motion by Supervisor Gehrke, second by Supervisor Fischer, to award the contract to Payne and Dolan for the bid amount of $285,779.  All ayes, motion carried.

Brian Dupont reported that the Town received three bids and the lowest bid actually was lower than last years prices.  

FIRE STATION FORCE MAIN








      A motion by Supervisor Gehrke, second by Supervisor Esser, to approve the change order in the amount of $6,700.  All ayes, motion carried.

Brian Dupont said the plan was to bore the pipe in, but along High Street they encountered too many cobbles making boring impossible.  The contractor had to open cut about 240 lineal feet to install the pipe.  The cost of open cutting is about $40 per foot versus $20 per foot for boring.  The additional cost equaled $6,700.
