TOWN BOARD MEETING

August 11, 2008

Minutes of the regular, semi-monthly meeting of the Lisbon Town Board held in the Town Hall, on August 11, 2008.

Chairman Reed called the meeting to order at 6:31 P.M.

COMMENTS FROM CITIZENS

John Hudson, PODS representative, said he was available to respond to any questions Board members may have regarding temporary storage units.  He indicated he opposes a fee for use of the containers.  

Tom Halquist, owner of Halquist quarry, inquired about who had requested reconsideration of the zoning change and when was the request made.  Chairman Reed explained a member of the Board requested that it be placed on the Board agenda and he honored that request.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

A motion by Supervisor Fischer, seconded by Supervisor Osterman to approve the minutes from the June 23, 2008 and the July 28, 2008 Town Board Meetings, with the change on the June 23rd minutes as requested by the Chairman.  All ayes, motion carried.

Chairman Reed asked that the June 23rd minutes be changed to reflect that the Administrator noted that Hartland and Lannon have not been contacted for border agreement discussions.

APPROVAL OF BILLS

A motion by Supervisor Osterman, seconded by Supervisor Esser, to approve the check register dated August 8, 2008 in the amount of $35,481.97.  All ayes, motion carried.

Treasurer Plotecher reported major expenses of $7,584.62 to Premier Building Inspection for inspection services; $6,735.83 to Waukesha County for 2nd quarter police transcript and overtime costs and for processing of tax bills; $4,329.97 to WE Energies for electricity for town buildings; and $4,242.92 to E.H. Wolf & Sons for gasoline and diesel fuel. 

CLERK’S REPORT









            

Clerk/Administrator Musche reported the following for July: 632 hours worked, 239 visitors at Town Hall, 923 telephone inquiries; 17 notices, agendas, and minutes prepared for various Board, Commission and Committee meetings; met with Jim Hammes, Dennis Golner regarding sewer service for the Highway 164 area; suggested Joint meeting with Board; met with Department heads regarding 2009 budget and alternatives; along with Mike Mueller, attended FEMA meeting in Germantown regarding reimbursement for storm damage; prepared and submitted application for FEMA grant; expect meeting with FEMA rep within two weeks to complete paperwork; attended SEWRPC regional water supply committee meeting; wrapping up; working on recommendation chapter; expect completion by year end; met with residents of Presidential Estates Subdivision with John Stigler regarding high water and drainage problems; Town engineer recommended some ditch work to improve drainage; to be done with storm water utility capital budget monies; met with Dan V. regarding Alioto request for records to determine attorney client privilege; attended meeting at DNR Offices pertaining renewal of the storm water permit for the upper Fox River Watershed communities. The new permit application is due early next spring.  Participating communities will have to decrease the amount of suspended solids in storm water runoff from the current 20% to 40% by 2013; attended Towns Associations meeting at Town of Merton; Sent out RFP for legal services to five additional firms; responses due back by August 15; met several times with Deputy Stenulson about issues; remind residents to lock their cars and do not leave valuables in their autos if they park in driveways.  We have had a rash of thefts from autos recently; began working the Chief Brahm and Attorney Gutenkunst regarding expansion of the Bark River consortium; received several calls regarding gypsy moth activity; volume of calls not nearly as high as we fielded several years ago, but populations appear to be on the increase again in two areas; plan on fall egg mass count; brought entering of citations into Town Hall so they can be entered daily; thereby allowing us to prosecute DWI through muni court system.  Previously had to go through circuit court because these tickets must be entered within 24 hours.  Should improve revenues from the muni court; discussed quarry land value with Mike Grota, Kathy Gutenkunst and appeal process through state; discussed Lieds rezone with various interested parties and asked Sandy Scherer to research agreements and minutes to determine agreed upon language with Sussex for this area; E-mailed Commissioner of Railroads inquiring about Colgate Road closing and quiet zones.

CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT FOR CROOKED BRIDGE STABLES

A motion by Supervisor Gehrke, seconded by Supervisor Fischer to approve the Conditional Use for the Crooked Bridge Stables, at N91W24144 Crooked Bridge Ct., subject to the comments of the Town Engineer, that they are limited to four horses, that the hours of operation are from 7AM to 8 PM., that parking will be provided on their property and that they contact the fire department for any required approvals.  All ayes, motion carried.

REVISED PRELIMINARY PLAT FOR PINE HILL SUBDIVISION

A motion by Supervisor Osterman, second by Supervisor Esser, to approve the revised Preliminary Plat for Pine Hill Estates Subdivision, subject to the comments of the Town Engineer and the required recommendations of the Waukesha County Community Assistance Planner.  All ayes, motion carried.

RECONSIDERATION OF HALQUIST REZONING APPROVAL

A motion by Chairman Reed, second by Supervisor Esser, to reconsider the rezoning of Halquist property from residential to extractive category.  One aye, (Esser) three Nays, one abstention (Osterman), motion failed.

Supervisor Esser explained that he wanted something in writing from Halquist indicating the quarrying would not start for 20 to 35 years as was stated at the public meeting.  He asked the issue be referred to staff to determine if such a move would be allowable and also expressed concern about the permitting process saying he wanted the Town to have greater control.

HALQUIST REZONE ORDINANCE

A motion by Supervisor Gehrke, second by Supervisor Fischer, to approve the Ordinance rezoning the Halquist property to Extractive use.  Three ayes, one Nay (Esser), one abstention (Osterman), motion carried.

TEMPORARY STORAGE UNITS ORDINANCE

A motion by Chairman Reed, second by Supervisor Osterman, to table until the next meeting because the updated ordinance is not available.  All ayes, motion carried.

ALIOTO ATTORNEY FEES

A motion by Supervisor Gehrke, second by Supervisor Fischer, to authorize attorney Dan Vliet to negotiate fees for attorney Adent for work done on behalf of former town employee Alioto.  Four ayes, one nay (Esser), motion carried.

Supervisor Esser expressed concern about the cost to the Town of fees for Attorney Vliet; that we a re giving him a blank check. 

HOLDING TANK AGREEMENT FOR SERVI PROPERTY

A motion by Supervisor Osterman, second by Supervisor Fischer, to approve the holding tank agreement for Ken Servi for property located at N49W22900 Commerce Center Drive.  All ayes, motion carried.

PUBLIC GARDENS AT COMMUNITY PARK

A motion by Supervisor Gehrke, second by Supervisor Osterman, to table this item.  All ayes, motion carried.

At this point in the meeting, Chairman Reed asked for a motion to entertain comments from citizens at this time.
