TOWN BOARD MEETING

AUGUST 25,2008

Minutes of the semi-monthly meeting of the Lisbon Town Board held in the Town Hall, on August 25, 2008.

Chairman Reed called the meeting to order at 6:30 P.M.

Present:

COMMENTS FROM CITIZENS

None.  

A motion by Supervisor Gehrke, second by Supervisor Osterman, to move item 10(e) to immediately after item 10(a).  All Ayes, motion carried.
A motion by Supervisor Osterman, second by Supervisor Esser, to entertain citizen comments during items 10(a) and (e) before vote by the Town Board.  All ayes, motion carried.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

A motion by Supervisor Gehrke, second by Supervisor Esser, to approve the minutes of the Town Board meeting of August 11, 2008 and the joint workshop with the Sanitary District on August 13th, 2008, with the additions requested by the Town Chairman.  All ayes, motion carried.

Chairman Reed asked that his request for a detailed cost breakdown for the pipe, assessment of hook-up fees and assessment be added to the minutes.

APPROVAL OF BILLS

A motion by Supervisor Osterman, second by Supervisor Fischer, to approve the check register dated August 21, 2008 in the amount of $277,908.81.  All ayes, motion carried.

Treasurer Plotecher reported major outlays of $109,689.63 to Sussex for Haass Library operations and the library capital fund; $47,067.85 to Veolia for garbage pick-up; $31,530.41 to Waukesha County for September Police services; $20,000 to Crack Filling Service Corp. to crack-fill roads; and $15,081.98 to United Healthcare for employee health insurance.

ANNOUNCEMENTS

Chairman Reed read the meeting dates for the remainder of August and the month of September.

FIRE DEPARTMENT
Chief Brahm presented the statistics for July noting 58 total personnel; 4 fire calls with no estimated loss; 22 medical calls; 12 ALS intercepts; 45 total calls; no inspections; 11 trainings and one employee in class 

SHERIFF’S REPORT










    Chairman Reed noted the Board received a copy of the monthly report from the Sheriff’s Department.  

DPW REPORT










   Supervisor Osterman presented the July DPW/Highway report citing: attendance at ad-hoc, town board, and budget workshop meetings; repair of manholes with asphalt patching in the sanitary district to help prevent the snow plows from catching on manhole covers when plowing this winter; repairing roads, shoulders and potholes as they arise throughout the town; cutting of weeds per the Weed Commissioner’s cutting program; town roads have been painted or striped by Waukesha County paint crews for the 2008 season; North American Salt Company delivered 800 tons of salt which was placed into the salt shed for the winter season; several trucks had leaf springs, brakes and tires replaced as needed; weekly maintenance of the compost site was conducted and will continue through the end of the 2008 season.  

Supervisor Fischer read the DPW/Park report noting: preparation of monthly fuel reports, payroll and other paper work for the Parks/Highway Departments; attendance at town board, park, and budget workshop meetings; park staff set up and removed tents, signage, picnic tables, port-o-lets, garbage cans, etc. for the Time Line Event; edged and wood chipped under trees and in planting beds to reduce time spent on weeding and trimming of these areas; installed a volleyball court at the Town Hall Park; installed a memorial bench with a brick- paved pad for Mr. Fred Steger in the Community Park; assisted in the set up and take down of tables and tents for the Library Ice Cream Social; baseball/soccer fields at Lisbon Oaks and Stony Halquist Parks were used for baseball and soccer games; equipment and fleet maintenance on all park trucks, tractors and small equipment continues; weekly mowing of parks and town municipal grounds, as needed; all open-air shelters are cleaned after each use, year to date, the open-air shelters have hosted 44 social events/family gatherings; two part time seasonal park staff will no longer work as they are returning to college after the Labor Day holiday.

ZONING 

There will be a joint workshop on the final draft and once approved, the draft will be sent to surrounding communities for comment.  The Chairman asked that the zoning draft be placed on the website as soon as possible.  

WATER SERVICE FROM CITY OF PEWAUKEE

Brian Dupont, of Jahnke and Jahnke, made a presentation to the Board noting that they investigated four alternatives.  A municipal system in the Maple Avenue area only; a municipal system to serve both the Maple Avenue area and the Quarry Corners Business Park; municipal water from Menomonee Falls; and municipal water from the City of Pewaukee.  The first two alternatives were estimated to cost more than the latter two alternatives, primarily because of radium treatment, well, pump and reservoir needs.  The alternative of water from Menomonee Falls was precluded because of the agreement with Milwaukee that prohibits the Falls from selling water except to Lannon.  The provision of water from the City of Pewaukee appeared the most reasonable in terms of cost.  The Town agreed to pay for a study by Pewaukee engineering consultant Riechert & Mielke to determine the technical feasibility of the project.  The study reported the Pewaukee system has adequate pressure and capacity to serve the area of Lisbon in question.  Estimated costs are 3.25 million and costs to homes in the area will average about $13,000 in hook-up and special assessment charges.  The out of court settlement with Halquist and area residents would lower the average cost by approximately $5,500.  

The meeting was then opened for public comment.

Peter Sparrow, County K, said he has a large lot and asked if he could divide the lot and will the water allow greater density in the area.  Brian Dupont indicated the water provision would not allow higher density; that sewer service is the determining factor. 

Peter Abbott, Sussex Sun, noted that Halquist’s contribution of $5,500 amounts to about $300,000 and asked where the remainder of the money has gone. Brian Dupont explained Halquist is applying some of the money toward their special assessment to get the water into the area.  

Terry Hall, Maple Avenue, expressed concern about the quality of water in a long dead-end system and asked if fire hydrants would be installed and the impact on the fire insurance rates.  Brian Dupont said the system would provide quality water, but the system might have to be flushed periodically in the short portion hooking up with Sussex.  Fire Chief Brahm said the ISO rating for that portion of the Town would go down from a seven to possibly a five lowering insurance rates, but how much he didn’t know.

Jane Glodoski, Northview Dr., urged the Town to pursue additional discussion saying the Town should move forward and investigate the option as far as possible.

Jane Mueller, Pewaukee Water Superintendent, noted that a number of assumptions were made in the engineering study regarding improvement to the existing Pewaukee system.  She cautioned the Board that the timeline for extending water to serve Lisbon residents is contingent upon completion of system upgrades in Pewaukee and these can take a long time to put into service.  

Charles Miller, Irvin Place, said he now has good water, but who knows what might happen tomorrow and asked the project to move forward.

Judy Duquaine, Maple Avenue, asked the Board not to rush into the project.  She asked the Board to first determine how many area residents want water and how many do not.

Ken Wolner, Maple Avenue, asked the Board to pressure Halquist into providing more money to the homeowners rather than to paying their own property’s special assessment.  

Bob Olsen, Maple Avenue, said he lives at the far end of the pipe where the emergency connect to Sussex would be and said he was concerned about the water quality to his home under this proposal.

A motion by Supervisor Osterman, second by Supervisor Esser, to set an Informational meeting at 6:30 P.M. on September 11, 2008 at the new fire station.  All ayes, motion carried.

SANITARY DISTRICT EXPANSION







     

Supervisor Gehrke called for the question.  Four ayes, one nay (Reed). 

A motion by Supervisor Gehrke, second by Supervisor Fischer, to approve the resolution expanding the Lisbon Sanitary District #1 with the understanding and expectation that at the time the first hook-up is made for development, irrespective of the development, that the Town is reimbursed for the cost of the pipe, ($685,000 plus accrued interest), and that a hook-up fee is established to reimburse the Town for the capacity, or pay the Town a lump sum for the capacity with the Sanitary District retaining the hook-up fee.  Four ayes, one nay (Reed), motion carried.

Chairman Reed …

Bill Eider, Howard Lane, expressed concern about storm water issues when the area is developed.  Brian Dupont explained that pre and post development storm water flows must be the same under state, county and local rules.

Bob Williams, Mt. Meadows Dr., noted that the area couldn’t be developed without sewer under the Border Agreement Lisbon has with Sussex.

TEMPORARY STORAGE UNITS








A motion by Supervisor Esser, second by Supervisor Osterman, to abolish the ordinance.  Four ayes, one nay, (Reed), motion carried. 

Supervisor Osterman questioned the need for the ordinance in light of the little use of these types of storage units in the town.  Chairman Reed explained he wanted to be pro-active before a problem arises.

PUBLIC GARDENS AT COMMUNITY PARK

A motion by Supervisor Gehrke, second by Supervisor Osterman, to table.  All ayes, motion carried.

CREATION OF QUARRY COMMITTEE

A motion by Supervisor Esser, second by Supervisor Gehrke, to table to allow gathering of additional information.  All ayes, motion carried. 

COMPOST SITE COSTS/REVENUES

No action was taken.  Supervisor Fischer said he asked for this agenda item to determine if everyone is paying their fair share toward the operation of the site.  He said the figures indicate everyone is paying an appropriate amount. 

INTER-FACILITY AMBULANCE TRANSPORTS

A motion by Supervisor Gehrke, second by Supervisor Fischer, to change the operational plan with the state to add inter-facility transport service.  All ayes, motion carried. 

Fire Chief Brahm briefly explained the need for the change saying this will allow Lisbon ambulances to transport patients from Community Memorial Hospital in Menomonee Falls to other area hospitals. He indicated they anticipated between six and ten transports per month.  Chief Brahm said this would provide paramedics with additional patient contact and provide revenue to the Town.

FIRE DEPARTMENT FEES

A motion by Supervisor Gehrke, second by Supervisor Osterman, to approve the ordinance increasing fees for ambulance transports.  All ayes, motion carried.

Fire Chief Brahm presented the new fees and noted they have not been increased since 2004.  He said he compared Lisbon’s fees to other area fire departments and positioned Lisbon’s fees at near the average for all communities.  The increase is approximately 13-14 percent over the 2004 fee level. 

AMBULANCE PURCHASE

A motion by Supervisor Osterman, second by Supervisor Esser, to table until the next Board meeting. All ayes, motion carried.  

PUBLIC SAFETY COMMITTEE APPOINTMENT

      A consensus was reached to set up a workshop the last week in September to interview the four firms that responded to the RFP.

A motion by Supervisor Gehrke, second by Supervisor Fischer, to approve a new operators license for Joseph Cavelco, selling at PDQ service station, subject to a positive background check.  All ayes, motion carried.

CHANGE IN MEETING DATES FOR PACKER GAMES





     A motion by Supervisor Gehrke, second by Supervisor Fischer, to move the day of Town Board meetings to Tuesday’s when there are Packer games.  All ayes, motion carried.

COMMENTS FROM CITIZENS

Wendy Landry, Norwauk Road, said she was appalled that the Board would change a meeting date for Packer games. She said as elected officials, they have an obligation to meet when scheduled.  

Bob Williams, Mt. Meadows Dr., said that he attended the meeting in Pewaukee when the water extension was discussed.  He said he also heard a report from the Pewaukee Fire Chief outlining the needs of the department and the difficulty they have in responding to calls during the day.  Mr. Williams said after hearing the report, he had a whole new appreciation for the Lisbon Fire Department and what they have accomplished with their limited resources.

Henry Ray echoed Wendy Landry’s comment regarding changing the date for Packer games, asking where will it stop?  He asked the Board to reconsider the action.

Chairman Reed indicated reconsideration of the change in meeting dates for Packer games would be placed on the next agenda.
