TOWN BOARD MEETING

September 10, 2008

Minutes of the regular, semi-monthly meeting of the Lisbon Town Board held in the Town Hall, on September 10, 2008.

Chairman Reed called the meeting to order at 6:31 P.M.

Present:

Supervisors Matt Gehrke, Joe Osterman, Dan Fischer and Ron Esser.

Also Present:

Treasurer Becky Plotecher, Attorney Kathy Gutenkunst and Clerk/Administrator Jeff Musche. 

COMMENTS FROM CITIZENS

Robbie Howard, Howard Lane, said that the border agreement with Sussex will only allow condominium and commercial development and asked the Board to reconsider its vote. 

Ed Nelson, Oakwood Road, commented on creation of public gardens in the Community Park.  He asked that a plot be set aside for people to garden, but noted a survey would be necessary to determine interest. Mr. Nelson said probably not more than an acre would be necessary.  He did note that water available at the site would be required and the plot should be plowed twice each year.  

Neil Sasse, Susan Place, questioned the expansion of the sanitary district, expressing concern that the properties being added are different than those in the existing district.  When the old district was created, the homes already existed and a source of income was immediately available.  With the new vacant properties added, development must take place before any money flows into the district.  He fears that something may occur and the existing users will end up paying.  He suggested that a separate sanitary district be created.

Bob Williams, Mt. Meadows Drive, asked that the installation of a four way stop on County KF and JK be explored by the Public Safety Committee.  The intersection is very unsafe and a request from the Town to the County would be appreciated.  He also asked that the Town Board prepare a five year capital budget and have it available for the November budget meeting.  He also clarified his statement made at the previous Board meeting regarding sewer service.  He noted that he believes Sussex will require sewer service as part of their approval of development.

Bill Eder, Howard Lane, noted opposition by residents to expansion of the sanitary district.  He said the high ground water level is a concern. He warned the Board to be careful before jumping into this.

Denise Wenger, Swan Road, asked the Board to reconsider a moratorium on residential development.  She said the neighbor across the street has medical needs and must sell.  Ms. Wenger said the moratorium has a negative effect on development, nor does she believe the Town has the legal authority to take the action.  She asked the Board to reconsider its vote and determine the negative impact on taxes and revenues.  

Sherry Howard, Howard Lane, pointed out there was no support for creation of the district at a meeting in April.  She pointed out that exhibit F of the border agreement allows commercial development.  The high water table must be addressed before development of this area.

A motion by Supervisor Osterman, second by Supervisor Fischer, to move item 12E before item 12A.  All ayes, motion carried.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

A motion by Supervisor Fischer, seconded by Supervisor Osterman to approve the minutes from the August 25, 2008 Town Board meeting, with the words spoken by Chairman Reed included.  All ayes, motion carried.

Chairman Reed asked that on page three of the minutes after the comments by Terry Hall that he had asked Brian Dupont to confirm the water costs would be borne by people in the area.  On page four after the motion, the Chairman said he had referenced a letter he had written and was interrupted by a call for the question and was unable to make his statement. 

APPROVAL OF BILLS

A motion by Supervisor Gehrke, seconded by Supervisor Esser, to approve the check register dated September 4, 2008 in the amount of $77,005.16.  All ayes, motion carried.

Treasurer Plotecher reported major outlays of $32,905.50 to North American Salt for road salt; $10,174.30 to Premier Building Inspection for inspection services; $8,121.75 to WPRA for ticket sales; $4,040.00 to Automatic Entrances for automatic doors at the new fire station.

ZONING 

Chairman Reed said the attorney is reviewing the zoning code and her review is expected to be complete by the end of next week.  From there, the report will be sent to surrounding communities for their review and comments.  After that a public hearing will be scheduled. 

CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT FOR ZIEBELL PROPERTY

A motion by Supervisor Gehrke, seconded by Supervisor Osterman, to recommend to Waukesha County that they approve the Conditional Use Permit for the Ziebell property, at W234N8544 Woodside Road, allowing the addition of an in-law suite to the existing residence, subject to the comments of the Town Engineer and Waukesha County.  All ayes, motion carried.

REVISED PRELIMINARY PLAT FOR PINE HILL SUBDIVISION

A motion by Supervisor Gehrke, second by Supervisor Fischer, to approve the Developer’s Agreement for Twin Pine Farms Addition Number 2-A, allowing phasing of the development, subject to the comments of the Town Engineer.  All ayes, motion carried.

RECONSIDERATION OF APPROVAL OF EXPANSION OF SANITARY DISTRICT #1

A motion by Supervisor Esser, second by Supervisor Fischer, to reconsider the approval of the resolution approved August 25, 2008, expanding the Lisbon Sanitary District #1 to the Highway 164 area.  Four ayes, one nay, (Gehrke), motion carried.

Chairman Reed asked for a workshop format to ask questions of the attorney.  

Supervisor Esser moved to table the resolution to a later date to allow a workshop. Three ayes, two nays, (Gehrke, Osterman), motion carried.  (Note: Supervisor Esser was excused at this point to attend the Sanitary District #1 meeting.)

RECONSIDERATION OF MOTION CHANGING MEETING DATES

A motion by Chairman Reed to reconsider changing meeting dates when they conflict with Packer games.  Motion failed for lack of a second.  

PUBLIC GARDENS AT COMMUNITY PARK

A motion by Supervisor Gehrke, second by Supervisor Osterman, to direct the Parks Director to survey residents to determine interest in gardening in the Community Park.  Two ayes, two nays (Fischer, Reed), motion failed. 

ALIOTO ATTORNEY FEES

No discussion.  

NAEIR MEMBERSHIP

A motion by Supervisor Osterman, second by Supervisor Gehrke, to approve the Naier membership.  Three ayes, one nay (Reed), motion carried.

COMMENTS FROM CITIZENS

Sherry Howard, Howard lane, said she appreciated the Board’s action on reconsideration of expansion of the Sanitary District and again reminded the Board there was no support at the public hearing.  

ITEMS FOR FUTURE AGENDAS

Closed session on Alioto open records request and bargaining.  Possibly the Quarry Committee if requested by Supervisor Esser.
