TOWN BOARD MEETING

SEPTEMBER 22, 2008

Minutes of the semi-monthly meeting of the Lisbon Town Board held in the Town Hall, on September 22, 2008.

Chairman Reed called the meeting to order at 6:31 P.M.

COMMENTS FROM CITIZENS

Emil Glodoski, Northview Drive, commented on the water situation near the Halquist Quarry.  He noted that the Town had received a petition opposed to water service, but that people were pressured into signing the petition by a $40,000 quoted cost.  Mr. Glodoski warned that deep wells have problems, such as radium contamination and potential for going bad in five to ten years. He said people should look generations into the future for a solution to the water problem.  

Judy Duquaine, Maple Avenue, said that no one was pressured into signing the petition.  She said the radium in the water was not at a high enough level to cause problems, noting radium is present in the Sussex water system.  She asked the Town Board to mail out a survey to determine peoples’ wishes.

Conferring with legal council for the governing body who is rendering oral or written advice concerning strategy to be adopted by the body with respect to litigation, which it is, or is likely to become involved.  More specifically bargaining with the Highway unit, Alioto open records request, discussion of reimbursement of Alioto’s attorney fees and land development moratorium.

Treasurer Plotecher reported major outlays of $47,081.83 to Veolia for garbage pick-up; $31,530.41 to Waukesha County for September Police services; $16,863.20 to Waukesha County for striping roads; and $8,690.45 to Jahnke and Jahnke for engineering services.

FIRE DEPARTMENT
Chief Brahm presented the statistics for August noting 58 total personnel; 5 fire calls; 28 medical calls, including 3 ALS intercepts and 5 vehicle accidents; 43 total calls; no inspections; 11 trainings and nine employee in classes.  Chief Brahm reported meeting with Chairman Reed, attending the Waukesha County fire Chiefs board of directors meeting; the Town Board meeting and budget workshops.

DPW REPORT










   Supervisor Osterman presented the August DPW/Highway report as provided by DPW Director Mike Mueller, citing: attendance at town board, and budget workshop meetings; repairing roads, shoulders and potholes as they arise throughout the town; ditchwork to improve water flow in ditches; continued repair and maintenance of trucks and equipment as needed; and weekly maintenance of the compost site that will continue through the end of the 2008 season.  

Assistant DPW Director John Greiten read the DPW/Park report noting: preparation of monthly fuel reports, payroll and other paper work for the Parks/Highway Departments; attendance at town board, park, and budget workshop meetings; spread wood chips on trails in the Community Park; equipment and fleet maintenance on all park trucks, tractors and small equipment continues; weekly mowing of parks and town municipal grounds, as needed; all open-air shelters are cleaned after each use, year to date, the open-air shelters have hosted 54 social events/family gatherings.

Chairman Reed briefly described the informational meeting which was held the previous week with residents living in the Maple Avenue area.  He indicated he would like to start putting together agreements, engineering and other items to move this forward.

MAPLE AVENUE WATER SURVEY








A motion by Supervisor Fischer, second by Supervisor Esser, to have staff provide a draft survey to the Town Board by Wednesday.  All ayes, motion carried. 

Particular questions to include on the survey were discussed, with three alternatives identified.  Those being: water from the Pewaukee municipal system; water from the Sussex municipal system; or stand alone well system.  The intent of the survey is to determine the support of area residents for each option.

HIRING FORM USE

A motion by Supervisor Osterman, second by Supervisor Fischer, to adopt the use of the form as proposed for use in hiring new employees.  All ayes, motion carried.

SANITARY DISTRICT EXPANSION

After discussion, a consensus was reached to set the meeting after a Joint Plan Committee with the Village of Sussex.  Clerk/Administrator Musche was directed to contact Sussex. 

AMBULANCE PURCHASE

A motion by Supervisor Fischer, second by Supervisor Gehrke, to approve the ambulance purchase from Braun in the amount of $140,048.  Four ayes, one Nay (Esser), motion carried. 

Fire Chief Brahm reported he sought several quotes and had received two responses.  He recommended the purchase of the Braun ambulance for $140,048.

COMMENTS FROM CITIZENS

Judy Duquaine, Maple Avenue, said no one was pressured into signing the petition and read a letter from the circulator, Jerry Glisch, saying he did not force people to sign or tell people any cost figures when asking for signatures.
